SEEING THROUGH TO SUNRISE 
 
 

As Jesus began his ministry, he looked hard at the group of 
possible disciples who were attracted to him and wanted to 
belong with him (Matthew 10:37). He told them, ‘Hold on. 
Don't start something you cannot finish. The cost could be 
high.' The dearest part of that cost is to our ego, our centring of 
our energies on our own desires. Eleven of the twelve apostles 
counted the cost and eventually paid it, though they stumbled 
on the way - think of Peter denying Jesus and hiding during 
the Crucifixion. Poor Judas stumbled and never found his way 
back.

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SURPRISED BY THE HOLY SPIRIT 
Spiritual maturity is not possessing vast 
quantities of Bible knowledge or possessing the 
most powerful spiritual gifts.  Carnal people 
can have both of these things.  Spiritual 
maturity is sharing the affections of God and 
discerning his voice.  It is loving what God 
loves and hating what he hates.  Spiritually 
mature Christians love God and his people 
passionately, and they hate anything that takes 
them away from God.  Only in the context of 
such love will Bible knowledge and the gifts of 
the Spirit ever achieve their divine purposes. 
 
The power of the Spirit can flow unhindered through passionate love for 
God and his children.  
 
We all have but a brief interlude upon this earth, and then we will stand 
before the Lord to give an account of our lives.  Why not be like Mary and 
choose the best part, the one necessary thing, so that we can stand 
before him in confidence on that day?  Why not be like St. John and 
make Jesus our best friend?   
 
The heart of Jesus is big enough to accommodate many more best 
friends, and many more Marys. 
 
We sing: Spirit of the Living God, fall afresh on me.  If you are longing to 
know the Holy Spirit, wanting to be filled and moulded by him, you must 
first be broken.  Only broken people in humility can love Jesus in the 
fashion outlined above.  Come to Jesus in humility, acknowledging your 
brokenness, your frailty, your faults, your humanness. 
 
Then you will be surprised by the Holy Spirit, the gentle dove who comes 
to fill you with the power of divine love, so that you may minister that 
love in power to others.  Why would you want to settle for anything less?
