SEEING THROUGH TO SUNRISE 
 
 

As Jesus began his ministry, he looked hard at the group of 
possible disciples who were attracted to him and wanted to 
belong with him (Matthew 10:37). He told them, ‘Hold on. 
Don't start something you cannot finish. The cost could be 
high.' The dearest part of that cost is to our ego, our centring of 
our energies on our own desires. Eleven of the twelve apostles 
counted the cost and eventually paid it, though they stumbled 
on the way - think of Peter denying Jesus and hiding during 
the Crucifixion. Poor Judas stumbled and never found his way 
back.  
Lord, I want to be serious in following you, but I do not trust 
myself. I pray, I remind myself  
  

HEALING  We are all in need of healing. For some, a sense of 
loneliness may be a fact of life which will never be removed this 
side of heaven. This, I know, runs counter to the teaching in many 
sections of the Church that says we can confidently expect 
complete spiritual satisfaction to be ours this side of heaven. There 
is a view in many Christian communities that can be expressed like 
this: ‘Christ’s joy can eliminate loneliness, not just support us in it. 
It simply isn’t necessary to struggle with any form of loneliness, or 
even sickness, for the reality of Christ’s presence can so invigorate 
our souls that the pains of life are never felt.’ 
 
The effect of this teaching is to assume that Christ’s presence 
promises to take all the struggles out of life and give us heaven 
now. In my opinion, this is one of the reasons why our churches 
are full of Christians who pretend to feel now what they are not 
able to feel until they get to heaven – complete and total 
satisfaction. This is what they are taught, so whenever they 
struggle they say to themselves: ‘Christians are not supposed to 
have struggles, so when someone asks me how I am, I had better 
not let the side down – so I will pretend things are fine.’ 
 
 Can you hear the denial going on in those words? Those whose 
integrity will not allow them to pretend, often worry that they are 
not making it spiritually and think: ‘Something must be wrong with 
my Christian life.’ Sadly, churches tend to reward those who can 
create the illusion of having it all together by holding them up as 
examples of what a Christian should be, while actually, in some 
cases, such people may be less spiritual than those whose integrity 
compels them not to deny their struggles. So, let us take the 
opportunity today to come to our wounded Healer and confess that 
we are all in need of His healing touch, and that it is through His 
Spirit’s presence with us we have a little bit of heaven to go to 
heaven in.
